Broadband educational videostreaming content and services is licensed to more than 70,000 schools for 30,000,000 students and is the only digital video-based learning resource scientifically proven to increase academic achievement by allowing teachers to seamlessly integrate its content into their curriculums.  Teachers gain access to a rich collection of more than 50,000 video segments from among 5,000 full-length educational videos from award-winning producers -- with more than 1,000 new titles added every year. Videostreaming lets users search digital video content by curriculum standard, keyword, subject area, grade or all new releases or available titles. In partnership with regional Intermediate Units, WVIA offers more than 50,000 K-12 core-curriculum, Pennsylvania State Standards-based video clips, lesson plans, and assessments in all content areas that can be streamed directly into the classroom.

Original Documentaries with Cross-Curricular Unit Development and Teacher Training
WVIA provides our ITV schools nearly 50 locally produced documentaries on regional history, heritage and other social and political topics.  Copies of these programs and selected teacher’s guides are available.  WVIA’s role as our region’s premier storyteller has been enhanced through the development of cross-curricular unit plans that are derived from the standards-based components addressed in each original WVIA documentary.  WVIA and NEIU 19 also offer Professional Development to accompany this curriculum upon the release of each new documentary. The workshops will be designed to help teachers utilize these resources from WVIA in the form of Act 48 credit hours.

This high school academic quiz show, produced in partnership with NEIU 19, challenges top students from WVIA’s member school districts about all academic disciplines. Contestants try to answer questions more quickly than members of the opposite team. At the end of the Scholastic Scrimmage season the winning school is awarded $4000 for its scholarship fund, with the runner-up school receiving $2000.
