General Guidelines:

· Competition is open only to high school students
· Winning artwork will be displayed at the United States Capitol for the entire year, and can not be returned to students earlier.  Students, therefore, should submit artwork they will not need for other purposes

Artwork Guidelines:
· In order for the artwork to be eligible to hang in the United States Capitol, the following restrictions must be met:

· Artwork must be two-dimensional

· Artwork can be no larger than 30”x 30” x 4” and can weigh no more than 15lbs (including framing, if chosen as winner) 
· Artwork candidates can include paintings, drawings, collages, prints, mixed media, computer generated art, and photography

· Artwork must be original in concept and design, and can not be reproduced from any existing photograph, painting, graphic, advertisement

· Artwork that does not meet these guidelines will not be accepted 
Framing Guidelines:
· The following guidelines apply only to the ONE winning artist/artwork that will be sent to Washington, DC (but all students take note when designing artwork)
· Winning artwork must be framed.  Framing should be kept as simple and sturdy as possible.  Metal frames are recommended.

· No “snap on” frames with glass are to be used

· All artwork must be protected by Plexiglass or glass.  If glass is used, cover the entire surface completely with masking tape prior to shipping

· All artwork, including frame, should be no larger than 30 inches high, 30 inches wide, and 4 inches deep, and 15lbs in weight.  Please double check size and weight before sending entry to Washington, DC as framed work larger than specified dimensions will be turned away.

· Two sturdy eye hooks should be attached at the right and left sides of the back of the work for hanging 

· If the artwork is abstract in design, please indicate on the backside which is “up” with arrows

· A TYPED copy of the Student Release form, signed by both teacher and student, must be attached to the artwork to certify the originality of the piece

Deadlines:

· Winning artist’s Student Release Form is due no later than May 27, 2009
· Winning artwork must arrive in Washington by June 4, 2009 for inclusion in display
